By Air 

Frequent connecting flights to Hyannis from Boston, Newark and New York City. 

By Automobile 

From Metropolitan Boston Area: Southeast Expressway to Route 3 take first exit on rotary 
at Sagamore Bridge to Route 6 West, take first exit at Bourne Bridge rotary to route 28 
(Falmouth and the Islands) cross Bourne Bridge over Cape Cod Canal. 

From Points North and West of Boston: Take Interstate 495/25 South to Bourne Bridge over 
Cape Cod Canal. 

From Providence and New York: Interstate 95 to Providence, Interstate 195 East from 
Providence to Interstate 495/25 South across Bourne Bridge over Cape Cod Canal. 

From Bourne Bridge and Cape Cod Canal: Route 28 (Falmouth and the Islands) to Route 
151 exit, left at the bottom of exit ramp, left at traffic signals (Route 28A South) one mile to 
rotary, take first exit, then one mile to Sea Crest.
